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The ASAU Career placement and
Counseling Center

Job interviews are one of the important components of the
activity of the Armenian State Agrarian University’s Career Place-
ment and Counseling Center incorporated in the ICARE Foun-
dation. Taking into account the growing attention paid by Arme-
nian employers to job interviews, the Career Center organized
two seminars in April entitled “The Art of Interview” for the ATC and
ASAU students. The seminars conducted by Marina Aznavouryan
were devoted to the interview technique. The same topic was
covered by Armine Youkhanyan from the Yerevan Brandy Com-
pany who explained the main requirements of interviews that

they actually use in their company. During all three seminars, the
students “tagged on” every concept and practice suggested by
Ms. Aznavouryan and Ms. Youkhanyan.

On the whole, about 160 vacancy announcements were
released by the Career Center through the alumni mailing list
and by posting on in the University during February-April 2007.
The mailing list includes over 1,500 alumni of ASAU, ATC, and
other universities. During this period, about 120 students were
provided job consulting and resume consulting by the Director of
the Career Center, Lusine Mnatsakanyan. Thanks to Ms.
Mnatsakanyan’s efforts, 5 ATC graduates of 2006 acquired jobs
during March-April. Many more graduates of ASAU and other Ar-
menian universities found jobs either through Lusine’s direct
effort or by her advice.

The Career Center or rather the Director, who is the only
employee of the Center, works individually with each student who
comes to the center for advice. She uses every opportunity to
directly work with the existing and potential beneficiaries of the
Career Center’s activities. From this perspective, education expos
are important tools used jointly by the management of ASAU, the
ATC and the Career Center in their recruiting efforts. The last

Like our new friends from Diaspora, we are so
contented with the feeling that we, the ATC students, are a part of
the hundreds of volunteers involved in the Habitat’s important
mission of providing roofs above the heads of many poor Arme-
nian families.

I was so pleased to have Dr. Krenek as the lecturer at one
of our last Friday seminars before our graduation. I should men-

tion Dr. Krenek is a wise man: it
seems like his pockets are full of
great ideas and he shares them
with us generously. He knows, for
instance, how to encourage us to
support the ATC in future when we
become capable someday. In
general, my personal feeling is
that Dr. Krenek’s style of conduct-
ing a seminar was perhaps the
most remarkable I had ever seen.

Jim Krenek also had a meet-
ing with the ICARE/ATC staff and
Dr. Dunn. According to the ICARE
PR Specialist Sos Avetisyan, the
meeting lasted much longer than
scheduled and the staff grabbed

some valuable ideas from Dr. Krenek on the future organizational
development of the ICARE/ATC. Dr. Krenek has helped to set up
16 foundations in the US and a few more in Armenia. This was
his forth visit to Armenia; he has had three successful missions
with the former USDA MAP project a few years ago.

Although the ICARE has two years of operation history, its
Agribusiness Research Group (ARG) has about 5 years of rel-
evant experience in agricultural research. The ARG provides the
ATC faculty with the opportunity to solicit and conduct research on
agriculture/agribusiness and associated topics and to promote
their research on Armenian agribusinesses at national and inter-
national meetings in many different countries.

ARG has qualified researchers, experienced survey and
data collection team and professional data analysts. Many stud-
ies conducted by the Group covered all regions of Armenia. The
ATC students are often involved in survey and data collection.

Some of the projects completed by the ARG include: “Rural
Credit Institutions in Armenia: Credit Clubs”, “Market Assessment
and Development for  Organically Grown Produce”, “Conducting
assessment in the commercial poultry sector supply chain”, “The
Socio-Economic Impact of the Avian Influenza Panic on the Poul-
try Chain of Armenia”, “Baseline Study for the Armenian Food Safety
System Project”, “Severe Weather Warning Survey”, “Backyard
Paultry Farmer Study”, and others.

The ongoing research projects include: “Sustainability of
Agricultural Production in Armenia – analysis of the current situa-
tion and improvements through farm advice and facilitation of
policy action to adapt framework conditions using the RISE (Re-
sponse Inducing Sustainability Evaluation)”; and “Teaching and
Learning Technologies and Student Success in Agricultural Higher
Education of Caucasus”. The first one is being implemented jointly
with the Swiss College of Agriculture.

The Agribusiness Research group uses the newest sur-
vey, data collection and analysis methods, schemes, and soft-
ware available internationally, successfully combining them with

nians and non-Armenians from all
over the country and from numerous
other countries come to
Tsitsernakaberd monument in
Yerevan to pay tribute to the memory
of over 1,500,000 innocent Arme-

nians massacred during the 1915 Genocide in West Armenia, Ottoman Em-
pire.  If you visited it at least once then you have noticed the monument consist-
ing of two memorial structures: a central memorial structure with 12 that pro-
tect the eternal flame and symbolize the 12 regions in where the Genocide
took place and the huge arrow pointing upward to the sky and symbolizing the
rebirth of the Armenian nation. Hundreds of thousands of people put flowers
around the eternal flame in Tsitsernakaberd.

We, the ATC students, joined the rest of the students from different Arme-
nian universities a day before, in the night of April 23 in their torch march. Our
Georgian friends were with us in this march organized by Nikol Aghbalyan
Student League. The march started from the Republic Square up to
Tsitsernakaberd. When we reached the monument we put the flowers around
the flame. On the way back, a heavy rain began; it seemed the nature was
mourning for our innocent ancestors.

By the way, Ohio became the 40th state to legislatively recognize the
Armenian Genocide: Governor Strickland signed an order on this on April 17.
