Samvel Avetisyan, the RA First Deputy Minister of Agricul-
ture, met with ATC students on March  10. This was not his first
visit to the ATC but the first seminar for the students. Dr. Avetisyan
had a good knowledge of the ATC since he follows its progress
from the very day of its establishment.

The students received a good deal of “first-hand” informa-
tion about the current state and development trends in the Arme-
nian agriculture. Dr. Avetisyan is one of the pioneers leading the
reform processes in development of the country’s agricultural
policies and practices after privatization of land and adjacent
infrastructures. His personal role has been significant in the de-
velopment of agricultural and agribusiness production, market-
ing, export, re-
search, educa-
tion, and exten-
sion as well as in-
ternational coop-
eration of the Min-
istry itself and the
entire agricultural
community.

“New reali-
ties after land
privatization in
1991-1992 re-
quired new ap-
proaches to de-
velop the
country’s agricul-
ture to meet the
vital food demand of the people and to compete in the interna-
tional arena,” Dr. Avetisyan said. And these new realities are:
existence of 340,000 small private farms with average of 1.4
hectares of land instead of the former 860 large collective farms
on the same amount of agricultural lands; dramatic decrease in
commercial production (half of the farms are still involved in natural
production for own consumption or barter); 4 times decrease in
the gross agricultural production as compared with that of 1990;
etc. “We lost the market of fresh and processed products virtually
right after the privatization,” Dr. Avetisyan said, “And the food pro-
cessing industry was reconstructed only 8 years later.” He said
in this reconstruction, the USDA Marketing Assistance Project
played a key role with its timely and professional financial, tech-
nical, marketing, export as well as extension and education ef-
forts. “Your sponsors helped us to furnish real market inside, i.e
the market itself, within the market relations already established.”

Today the share of agriculture in the country’s GDP is over
20%. Agriculture together with the food processing industry pro-
vides 28% of GDP. “This is not good,” Dr. Avetisyan said, “be-
cause it means that other industries don’t work well.” Officially
46% (in real life it is about half of that) of the Armenian population
is involved in agriculture while this percentage in developed coun-
tries makes up to 8%. According to him, one of the major chal-

lenges to be met in the near future is cooperation in agriculture:
successful experience of milk marketing cooperatives, for in-
stance, proves the Deputy Minister’s words. Another challenge
are subsidies from the Government provided to farmers, and
this shows a good growing dynamics. The Ministry of Agriculture
is also actively involved in developing legislation that promotes
more intensive development in the industry. Dr. Avetisyan said
starting from 2007, the Ministry is responsible for food safety,
which has always been a critical problem with many ‘unknowns’
(perhaps because 3-4 ministries were involved before).

The students were pleased to hear the Ministry is expand-
ing its collaboration fields and scopes with the Georgian Ministry
of Agriculture. This collaboration includes different research and
development projects including those supported by FAO, IFAD,
WB, USDA, and other international agencies. A new initiative is
bringing in seed corn from Georgia to significantly expand corn
hectares this year.

As economists, it was interesting for the ATC students to
learn that only 8% of the overall demand in agricultural loans is
met currently in Armenia.

Dr. Avetisyan himself was pleased to share all this infor-
mation and provide his comments and prognosis for future de-
velopments.

Lecture Series for the Agrarian
University Professors Continue
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Tigran Jrbashyan, Director of the Armenian-European Policy
and Legal Advice Center (AEPLAC), met with the ATC students on
a regular Friday seminar on March 21. The topic of the seminar
was “Armenia and Georgia Economic Relations: Unrealized Op-
portunities”. This was the first opportunity that the ATC provided
for its Georgian and Armenian students to have an expert’s opin-

ion on the current situation and development trends in economic
relations between the two countries. Dr. Jrbashyan presented
the results of the study conducted in 2007 by AEPLAC under his
co-supervision and under the auspices of UNDP.

It was surprising for most of the students to learn about so
many economic opportunities that have not been used so far by
both nations considering the centuries-old cultural and spiritual
relations between Georgians and Armenians. “During the Sovi-
ets the cultural ties were combined by political ones,” Dr.
Jrbashyan said, “Today’s economic relations should be based
on economic interests.” He called these relations asymmetric
and based mainly on goods exported to Georgia from Armenia
and services provided by Georgia for Armenia. Georgia is a tran-
sit country and 70% of the overall turnover comes from transit
services. Dr. Jrbashyan stated, however, that this gives Georgia
advantages while the Armenia-Turkish border is closed because
of the economic blockade; once it opens, Georgia will lose much
if its advantage if no other industries are involved in the coopera-
tion. Currently, the export from Armenia grows faster than the vice
verse.

Dr. Jrbashyan shared the results of the above study that
will help improve Armenia – Georgia relations in trade, invest-
ments, and transportation. Some of the steps that Dr. Jrbashyan
thinks need to be taken by the governments and the societies of
the two countries in the nearest future include: creation of com-

mon Caucasian market where goods can move freely; economic
integration harmonized with the EU requirements; all agreements
between Armenia and Georgia being open for other countries;
turning the region as a whole an important economic crossroad
of international significance.

The study itself contains deep analysis of the existing legal
base, trade and investment flow, economic estimations, current
state of the economic relations as well as conclusions and rec-
ommendations.

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Daniel Dunn, the ATC/ICARE Founding Director, now Fac-
ulty Advisor for the ATC, Texas A&M Professor, met with ATC stu-
dents on February 29th while on a short-term visit to Armenia. Dr.

The ATC makes you pursue
and reach more than you could imagine before coming to here.
The knowledge and experience acquired at the ATC provide the
opportunity to successfully start a career or continue your educa-
tion in leading U.S. and European universities.

I am now working as an accountant with the Grant Thornton
AMIOT LLC whish is one of the leading companies in Armenia in
the field of audit and business consultancy. My position gives me
the opportunity to work with several agencies simultaneously. I
have stable knowledge and skills in marketing and manage-
ment. I communicate freely in English and have an excellent com-
mand of different computer software.

Was the ATC
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Livestock and meat production is one of the most important spheres in
agriculture and seminars on such topics are very important for students in the
ATC. Various deceases and viruses nowadays are decreasing the perfor-
mance of the animal breeding sector, and their prevention is one of the biggest
issues of agriculture in Armenia.

The deputy head of the State Veterinary Inspectorate of Armenia, Mr. Ed-
ward Stepanyan, was invited to the ATC on March 14th. This seminar was
organized also in the framework of the Agricultural Policy class that the 5th year
students now learn, and the major topics of discussion were the policy issues
in veterinary inspec-
tion.

Mr. Stepanyan
presented the main
functions of the veteri-
nary service and differ-
ent projects that they
currently implement
throughout the coun-
try. He told that the vet-
erinary inspection is
not a task that should
be implemented by
one country, there
should be a system-
atic approach of mea-
sures undertaken by
all countries in the region. This is why the regional cooperation is important in
this sphere, which is also highly correlated to the food safety in a country in all
levels. Production of high quality cheese, ice-cream, sausages and other food,
even with the use of the newest technologies is absolutely impossible if the
veterinary inspection does not appropriately function on the entire chain of
production.

Another topic that was widely discussed referred to the avian flue that
was hypothetically spread in Armenia and the current decease of pigs. Mr.
Stepanyan assured students that avian flue did not reach any of the commer-
cial poultry producers in Armenia, and mainly affected individual farm in rural
areas who slaughtered many animals just because of panic. In regards with
the pig decease, he mentioned that it currently negatively affects the pig popu-
lation in the country, mainly in the Northern regions. Mr. Stepanyan also men-
tioned what policy tools the veterinary service applies nowadays for solution of
various problems in the country.
