Followed the headline news on major outlets lately? Then
you know the term “crisis” is still quite popular. The discussions
about it continue, devised policies are reconsidered, and prog-
nosis of its duration changes dynamically conditional on other
events. Although Ben Bernanke claims the influence of crisis is
greatly lessened and through time it will be overcome, it is still a
major issue especially for developing countries.

Armenia, being an in-transition country, felt the impact of
the crisis which is gradually deepening with the potential of leav-
ing “scars” behind it. The extent of crisis impact, however, differs
across the sectors. Among the hardest hit sectors are construc-
tion, IT, mining, tourism, and agriculture.

Agriculture is of strategic importance not only for immedi-
ate food sufficiency purposes, but also for more important is-
sues such as poverty reduction, food security, national security,
and strategic development of the adjacent sectors. Therefore, it
is critical to understand the impact of crisis on agriculture in such
details that will generate sound policies and programs.

To assess the impact of crisis on the agricultural sector in
Armenia, FAO granted ICARE as the institution in Armenia to con-
duct surveys and analyze the conditions in Armenian agriculture.
As part of the project, 55 interviews have been conducted in all

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the parts of the agri-food supply chain in 6 regions and in the
capital. The three major products selected for the study included
wheat, grape, and milk. The focus of the study is the chain start-
ing from farmers to retailers for the mentioned product groups. In
addition, banks (bank representatives) and government officials
have been interviewed. The process is still ongoing.

The preliminary analysis of the survey results indicate that
agriculture in Armenia is hit very hard by the crisis. In the upper
levels of the chain (farmers) situation is the worst. Input (such as
fertilizer, machinery, etc.) prices increased which translates into
higher production costs for farm products. Hence, logically and
according to the fundamental principles of economics, output
price need to increase to account for the higher production costs.
However, that’s not the case and farmers have to even lower the
product price to be able to sell it in the market. The reason is
threefold. First, the level of remittances to Armenia decreased
greatly which weakened the purchasing power of consumers
(i.e. decrease in local demand for goods). Second, the export
markets also dried up and the processing firms became unable
to sell the products. Therefore, the demand for agricultural prod-
ucts from farmers also declined. Third, government is lagging
behind in supporting farmers. The existing programs are very
limited and not well-tailored. However, the programs are not en-
couraging for private enterprises as well. Thus, the entire chain
is negatively affected.

The banks, on the other hand, have not been affected much
by the crisis. In fact, most banks found a loophole in credit provi-
sion terms and started gripping money/profit from it as well. The
greatest loophole is the denomination of loans. Most banks a
month before the dram depreciation provided loans only in USD.
After the March 3rd, 2009, many borrowers who took big sums of
loans now had to pay back to the banks nearly 20% higher amount
than the initial loan. Furthermore, inability to pay the monthly pay-
ments on time resulted in huge fines on top of the artificially
increased loan amount. This should provide a clear picture of
who is affected and how.

Given all the above mentioned problems and challenges,
ministry of agriculture is unable to do much, moreover there is
the issue of current financing that it receives from the state bud-
get. The actual spending (financing) has actually been (up to this
point) nearly three times lower than projected. However, it is known
that the key to revitalizing the agricultural sector which is essen-
tial for developing countries and in-transition countries is finan-
cial and other types of support to the players in the sector.
