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“Next month I am going to Armenia.” I told her.
“Armenia? You mean Romania,” she said.
“No, I am going to work in Armenia.”
“There is no country named Armenia, you must mean Ro-

mania,” she firmly stated.
Feeling that the discussion would not be settled, I gave up

and went to the dance floor.
This discussion took place exactly one month before I was

going to Armenia. What had I done? When I told someone in
Sweden that I was about to go to Armenia for seven months the
response was always a quick nod, followed by silence. Hardly
anyone knew anything about Armenia. I had accepted a job offer
in a country that most people in my country do not know anything
about. But, what did I know about Armenia? The genocide, the
unique Church and… well that was about it. Wait now I am lying,
I had read that in Armenia they consummated 3.6 kg of coffee per
capita. My knowledge of Armenia was scarce at least, so what
was it I met in Armenia? This is my experience of my first three
months at the ATC.

 Sit down, and think back on different courses you took,
two, three or four years ago, what do you remember? Your friends,
present ones and those you lost, the smells and sounds, the
anxiety before the test, and for the grade and the teacher. But
mostly you remember the special things, the things that should

not happen or that was out of the ordinary. I could write about all
the ordinary things. How the classes were, how good the stu-
dents are, how much I like them, and all ordinary things. This
article will focus on the things I remember and that I think my
students will remember: Runaway Jury and ‘Enjoy Yourself’, beer
seminar and (Drinking) songs, and a Swedish Rock Party.

All students had to read and discuss the book Runaway
Jury. After the course, one of my students asked me if it was not
quite boring to discuss the same book three times. Actually no;
not one of the groups answered all the questions the same way.
Every group discussed the book from different angles and al-
though the discussion stems from the same book the individual
readers make the conclusion and form their own experience of
the book from their own life and views.

The book discussions were really good but it was not what
left the deepest impression on me. It was when the students had
to prepare a presentation of a ‘company’ and the ‘new unique

My internship was in six departments: The Research Mar-

Marketing Management, and General Marketing Department.

In the Research Marketing Department I was basically in-
volved in getting information for special products or consumers,
made surveys, and compiled reports for different products and
market segments. The department was involved in collaborative
projects with international Marketing Information Firms (Cana-
dian, AC Nielsen, U&A, Bilesim International, HTP, Plato logic,
Omnibus, Euro monitor).

One of the important accomplishments during my intern-
ship was putting  together a huge report on the world market for
soft drinks. As a member of the Branding Department, I worked
on niche market with a special consumer group in Bursa. I also
participated in efforts on developing and licensing new products.
In Sponsorship and Public Relations department, I helped de-
velop new programs for particular sections, entertainment fac-
tors, and promotion designs for the national basketball and foot-
ball teams.

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My summer internship
was in Nürnberg, Germany.
My impressions were perfect
from the very beginning. It over-
lapped with the World Cup
days: all the streets, espe-

cially in old Nurnberg, were crowded with enthu-
siastic and happy fans from different countries
with their national flags in their hands. And should
I mention my feeling ‘practicing’ in drinking Ba-
varian beer? Another interesting thing that caught
my sight were the countless bicycles that seem
to be the main means of conveyance for lots of
Germans.

However, my sponsor’s and my main goal
was the internship itself at the Nürnberg zoo. The
zoo occupies an area of 60 hectares with 59
types of animals and a large delphinarium. The
zoo is open for its visitors all days of the week,
Saturday and Sunday being the days of special
events. Delphinarium, in particular, is visited by
1,500-2,000 people daily. It attracts visitors of
every age providing big profits. In addition to the
delphinarium, flamingos, kangaroo, giraffes,
polar bears, tapirs and penguins are playing the
key role in the life of the zoo. It has also a large
variety of eagles.

My observations of mammals had nothing
to do with agri-economy, however it was really
interesting to study their behavior, habits and “ac-
tivities”. I would like the managers at the Yerevan
zoo learn how to maintain a clean and clear en-
vironment like their German colleagues do in
Nürnberg. No wonder the animals there are so
friendly to people. The conditions in the zoo are
made close to natural conditions. The average
ticket price is 4 euros for adults and 2.30 for chil-
dren. About 65-70% percent of visitors are chil-
dren. The average salary of employees is 1,500-
2,500 euros. The average daily profit is about
8,500 euros.

From the myriad of impressions and ob-
servations outside my internship site I would like
to mention additionally that the German Govern-
ment provides different subsidies to farmers. For
example, German farmers do not pay for irriga-
tion water.      �����
