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The Agribusiness Teaching Center is our
second family. This does not sound strange for
all of us, Armenians and Georgians. After enter-
ing this university we realize the importance of
western type education, which provides good
knowledge at the classes and good experience
during our internships. We understand that only
good education can help us help our countries.

The quality of education depends not only on the curriculum
and teaching methods. The learning environment is also very im-
portant. This is why the ATC management always pays a serious
attention to the development of ATC facilities. The renovation of the
fifth floor is an excellent example.

The construction started in November 2005 when Hovnar LLC
finally won the competition announced by ATC. It was preceded by
the decision of the Armenian State Agrarian University’s manage-
ment to provide an appropriate space to expand ATC facilities and
develop the university at large.

This is one more reason for us to say
thank you to our Director, our teachers, ASAU management as well
as our patrons for their persistent efforts in improving the quality of
our education here at ATC. �����

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From the History of ATC: 2000
The Armenian Agricultural Academy (renamed the Arme-

nian State Agrarian University in 2005), USDA MAP, and Texas
A&M University formed an alliance to develop an academic pro-
gram in agribusiness in Armenia. An undergraduate agribusiness
program in Esnglish was proposed to conduct in fall 2000.

Daniel Dunn, John Nichols, Susanna Mezhlumyan, and
Vardan Urutyan led the difficult way to the future success of the
Agribusiness Teaching Center. The preparatory works included
renovation works, curriculum development, classroom design and

computer laboratory equipped with computers, hiring and training
teachers. The program was designed for the third and fourth years,
and the curriculum and learning structure was developed based
on the program of the agricultural economics department of Texas
A&M University including also elements of the Armenian Agricul-
tural Academy’s curriculum and learning structure. The program
aimed to produce graduates to work in managerial positions in
food and agriculture system. It was proposed to involve students
from rural areas in the program, and scholarships to the advanced
students.

From 76 applicants wishing to join the program, 40 were
selected. A two-month English course was designed for them and
only 26 were selected to go to the degree program. Daniel Dunn,

Emerson Babb, Andrew Metestic, Gayane Kyureghyan, and Rose-
mary Veneziale were selected as faculty for the agribusiness pro-
gram.

September 4, 2000 was the day of the opening of the
Agribusiness Teaching Center with the RA First Deputy Minister
of Agriculture Samvel Avetisyan, U.S. Ambassador to Armenia
Michael Lemmon, AAA Rector Arshaluys Tarverdyan, outgoing and
newly appointed Directors of USDA MAP Bill Miller and Craig
Infanger participating.

Vardan Urutyan, ICARE Deputy Director and Teacher of Prin-
ciples of Finance and Financial Analysis spent two weeks in
ESSEC Business School in France in January through an Indi-
vidual Mobility Grant.

“One of the objectives of my trip was to revise, update and
develop new course programs in Finance and Entrepreneurship
for the students in Agribusiness major”, said Dr. Urutyan upon his
return, “I worked with professors who were teaching subjects close
to what I teach in Armenia.”

Some of the courses followed were “Corporate Finance”,
“Finance Refresher”, “Theory of Corporate Finance”, “Corporate
Finance: Mergers and Acquisitions”, “Agri-Food Commodity Mar-
kets”, “Development of Business Plan”, and others. He established
solid academic contacts with the ESSEC’s International Agri-food
Management Institute and with the Department of Finance. He
also established good research contacts with the Chair for Excel-
lence in European Food Chain. He discussed possibilities and
aspects of future collaboration with them.

Based on syllabuses and course outlines used at ESSEC,
Dr. Urutyan updated his syllabuses in “Corporate Finance”, “Fi-
nancial Management” and “Agribusiness Entrepreneurship”
courses, which he teaches at ATC.

The ESSEC Business School and IMIA in particular is rec-

ognized as a center of excellence in international agri-food and
agribusiness education. It offers training, research and network
facilitation services to the local and international players in agri-
food system. “Our institutional cooperation will be very useful in
our further progress and achievements,” Vardan said. In turn, he
welcomed the interest from ESSEC professors in teaching and
carrying out research activities in Armenia. One of the interesting
suggestions was from Julien Morel, Executive Director of the
ESSEC Ventures: any student or group of students from ATC com-
pleting the entrepreneurship courses, demonstrating strong moti-

cance of ATC in the overall context of the agricultural develop-
ment in Armenia. Ambassador Lemmon challenged the first 26
ATC students to use this unique opportunity of combining the aca-
demic classes and practical knowledge provided by the new cur-
riculum for creating the future of the Armenian agriculture and
agribusiness. Rector Tarverdyan named the new Center “the peak
of the entire USDA assistance in research, education and exten-
sion areas”.

The outgoing and incoming Directors of USDA MAP Bill Miller
and Craig Infanger as well as Dr. John Nichols of Texas A&M Uni-
versity welcomed the opening of the Agribusiness Teaching Cen-
ter. They expressed confidence that the future graduates of this
new unit with a status of an AAA department will be highly quali-

fied agribusiness specialists who will play a significant role in the
growing Armenian agribusiness. ATC became another spiritual
child for Bill Miller whose strategic vision led to many critical ac-
complishments within USDA MAP program.

‘’Agribusiness bachelor’s degree implies highlighting prin-
ciples of business like finance, marketing, management, and busi-
ness analysis on the basis of general knowledge,’’ said USDA
MAP Education Program Manager Daniel Dunn. He said this de-
gree prepares the graduates for managerial positions in
agribusiness enterprises. Along with the visible growth in export
opportunities for Armenian agricultural products, the need for
agribusiness managers is simultaneously increasing.

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At the beginning of February, Agribusiness Teaching Cen-
ter students visited Special Kindergarten Orphanage in Yerevan.

“I think this will also have a high institutional
impact and will further develop the Entrepreneurship Education at
ATC,” Vardan said.

He considers IMG as a useful and precious tool for profes-
sional development of faculty. “This IMG visit helped me not only
modernize my course outlines in Finance and Entrepreneurship
but also gave my institution, ATC, an opportunity to establish aca-
demic and research contacts with a realistic perspective to meet
educational and development challenges head on,” Dr. Urutyan
stated.

As a group leader, Vardges Hovhannisyan participated in a
workshop organized by CRC. The introductory sessions of the
training were aimed to provide participants with background knowl-
edge, a repertoire of skills and practice opportunities for the im-
provement of their course design and teaching. The training also
helped participants cope with the increasing demands for profes-
sionalism and demonstration of skills and appropriate strategies
required of university faculty. In providing such training, the orga-
nizers focused on the relationship between the research and the
classroom, the content of an academic course and the various
possible methods of its delivery. In the advanced sessions of the
training they exposed the participants to some of the most rel-

dren. In  addition, we used the money donated by Marcia Evans
and Faith United Methodist Church in Ft. Myers, Florida. Ms. Evans
served as an Individual Volunteer in Mission (IVIM) at UMCOR’s
AREGAK program in Yerevan, during which she also befriended
many ATC students. When Evans left Armenia, she then served 7
weeks as a volunteer at a youth house in Tbilisi, Georgia, before
returning home to America.

The children were very happy seeing us. There are approxi-
mately 82 children at this orphanage. There are no children older
than 9 years old. The staff takes them to the theater and the circus
often. The children are brought to the orphanage for different rea-
sons. Parents have abandoned some of them. There are children
who do not have parents and, it is hard to say, there are children
whom their parents don’t even remember. We felt lucky to speak
to the children and to draw them out, making their day full of fun
and laughter. The children were very smart, beautiful, and clever.
We agreed the visit was a very big chance for us to communicate
with the children, and we have decided to visit them again be-
cause it was pleasant for both.

After bringing smiles to the children at the orphanage, we
shared in our own smiles of doing something nice for others while
eating at Pizza di Roma in the Yerevan center.

A postscript from Pam KARG

This was a huge project for the students. Though most of

the money was left behind by Marcia from her Congregation as an
impetus to helping make it possible, I am proud of the large scale
organizational work the students did in accomplishing all the tasks.
But I also mean it was a huge project, because for both the Arme-
nian and the Georgian students this was perhaps the first oppor-
tunity to help complete strangers. They have so many extended
family members and friends that they have to worry about that
they rarely fathom helping anyone else. So the donation from
Marcia and her church had a double impact – it made life a little
better for the youngsters at the orphanage and it helped build
capacity within the ATC students about social responsibility (some-
thing I’m teaching this Spring semester to 4th year students in the

evant issues, problems and developments in higher education that
are likely to become part of their professional activity as faculty.

The preparation works will start on March 1 through August,
and the new course will be taught to the ATC students starting this
Fall and extend over December.

“The course is highly innovative,” said Dr. Hovhannisyan, “It
will benefit the ATC students
in a sense that theoretical
knowledge will be strength-
ened by the research study
results conducted by the ATC
faculty in rural Armenia.” In
addition, the students will be
required and encouraged by
teachers to research the
needs and wants of rural
population, farmers and non-
farmers.
