Many students think political science is “dry” and “boring”,
and politics is just a “dirty game.”  “Nothing could be further from
the truth,” I said to my students, “Politics affects the way you think,
eat, dress, socialize, and work, so it may be worth knowing about.
Politics is everywhere in our society.” This is because it deals with
some of the most important questions human beings face: How
can and should we communicate with others? What the are demo-
cratic values all about and to what extent are they important for
us? How do political/state institutions work, etc? I hope to get an-
swers to these and similar questions together with my students
through the course.

My philosophy of education is that teachers should only open
the door of understanding and should not try to put an unlimited
amount of knowledge in the students’ soul, like politicians make
people follow their ideas. In addition, the professional educator’s
job is not to tell the students what they want to hear, but to let the
facts speak for themselves and give them the possibility to think
and analyze. My approach helped me build a bridge of trust to
each of my students: soon I saw their “burning eyes”.

In the middle of the course, I offered my students an evalu-
ation form to fill out. The majority of the students (16 out of 23)
strongly agreed that the course has been interesting and enjoy-
able, the rest of the class (7 out of 23) checked “agree” option.
Regarding their opinion about gaining new skills and knowledge
15 students marked “strongly agree”, and 8 – “agree” option. I
was pleasantly surprised that no one from class checked “Neu-
tral”, “Disagree”, and “Strongly disagree” marks for the two above
questions. Answering the question, whether the students would
recommend this course to others, 11 students expressed their
strong willingness/eagerness  to do so, 10 people from class
agreed to suggest to their peers to take this class, and only 2
students possessed the neutral position.  One of the most valu-
able and inspiring facts for me was that 8 students stated that
among other strengths of the instructor is “the ability to match
students’ needs” and “being concerned with every student in class”.

I have noticed that since the first class, subconsciously, I
have been com-
paring my ATC
and YSU stu-
dents. I did feel
the huge diver-
gence between
them, which was
not a matter of
being more or
less intelligent,
but just being dif-
ferent. And,
eventually, I ac-
knowledged that thanks to studying in a new, student-oriented
culture, truly stimulating the learning process, that ATC students
have become “free-thinkers”, who are much more motivated
and have more expectations than their peers from other uni-
versities. As a result, ATC students are more positive, more opti-
mistic about their future and ready to take leadership roles and
make changes in our beloved Armenia.

Now I feel a tremendous sense of responsibility, gratitude,
and calling. This has been a rewarding, renewing, and life-
altering experience – one that will serve as a driving force for
both my professional and personal development. At the same
time, I believe my entering ATC has been beneficial not only for
me but also for my colleagues and students. It is our common aim
to strengthen democracy in Armenia and to lessen the gap that
still exists between the perception of western values and Arme-
nian mentality in the public and private sectors, international or-
ganizations and the government. 
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Productive Visit to
Texas A&M University

Alexan Simonyan, the ATC Statistics and Operations
Management teacher, spent six weeks beginning January 15
in the Agricultural Economics Department at Texas A&M Uni-
versity. During his stay, Dr. Simonyan did independent research,
developed collaborative academic activities, and visited gradu-
ate classes in Agricultural Economics. ‘’I was mainly interested
in what applied economics classes are doing with statistical
methods and so I attended graduate classes and participated
in guided study with the Agricultural Economics faculty,’’ Dr.
Simonyan said.

He attended the following graduate classes: Agribusiness
Analysis and Forecasting taught by Professors Bruce McCarl
and James Richardson; Operations Research Methods in Ag-
ricultural Economics taught by Bruce McCarl; Applied Econo-
metric Methods in Agriculture taught by Professor Oral Capps;
and a Marketing class taught by Professor John Nichols.

Dr. Simonyan studied the Statistical Software, SAS, for
Dr. Capps’ course and a simulation software, SIMETAR, cre-
ated by Dr. Richardson. He discussed opportunities of collabo-
ration with the above mentioned professors. In addition, he
discussed similar opportunities with Professor David Bessler
on applications of Time-Series Analysis methods in price analy-
sis and other areas of agricultural economics, as well as with
Professor Ximing Wu on specific topics of Statistics. Dr.
Simonyan also contacted the Distinguished Professor of Sta-
tistics, Emanuel Parzen, discussing general issues and con-
cepts of statistical science.

Dr. Nichols accompanied Dr. Simonyan in his visit to the
National Agricultural Statistics Service Texas Field Office in
Austin, where they met with and were guided by the Deputy
State Director Bob Garino. Dr. Garino explained the role of
their office, as well as data collection and research activities.

The famous Bush Library and Museum at Texas A&M
and the Texas Capitol in Austin will also long remain as good
memories.

‘’My visit to Texas A&M was very successful and produc-
tive in better understanding of applications of quantitative sub-
jects I am teaching in ATC in the area of Agricultural Econom-
ics,’’ Simonyan said, ‘’I also updated my knowledge in applica-
tions of statistical software and got many ideas for doing re-
search with the collaboration of colleagues in the AGEC De-
partment at Texas A&M.’’
