Also present was Gayane Gasparyan, who serves as a liaison be-
tween ATC and the Armenian State Agrarian University.

Overall, the committee was satisfied with the level of knowl-
edge the students demonstrated. Some of them were very uptight
prior to the exams, but they were able to pull themselves together
and do a good job answering the questions posed by the committee
members. And, in their turn the students were very pleased with the
friendly atmosphere that the committee members tried to maintain
throughout the exams.

Finally, the exams are over and the students are looking for-
ward to the graduation ceremony that will take place at the begin-
ning of June. Even though they are going to have different jobs,
they are all going to be thankful to the same institution, the

On May 25, during his short term visit to ATC, John Nichols,
Texas A&M professor of food and agribusiness marketing and
leader of the agribusiness program in Armenia, visited with the
junior, 4th year and senior ATC students. In general, Dr. Nichols’
regular visits to Armenia are important to help ICARE manage-
ment and ATC faculty and students in furthering the development
of this modern education experience in the region. The meeting
with the seniors (in fact, graduates), in particular, was remarkable
in terms of mutual interest and maturity of the students in pre-
senting their future life outside the ATC family.

Some of the other issues discussed were the advantages
of learning in  ATC: free exchange of ideas, interactivity, modern
textbooks and modern teaching approaches. To Dr. Nichols’ ques-
tion about what can be important in ATC’s future development,
the students mentioned introduction of a Master’s program, new
computers, an ATC gym, and others.

He was pleased to mention that the percentage of Arme-
nian faculty now prevails, which is an important step toward
sustainability of ATC.

Dr. Nichols also presented some details on how to apply for
entrance to Texas A&M University.

He challenged the students to be actively involved in the
Alumni Association. “In the U.S., there is a tremendous loyalty
towards these important institutions,” Dr. Nichols said, “And I hope
you are going to be the movers of ATC in the future, generating
money for internships and other educational purposes.” He en-
couraged the students to work hard and try to build up that loyalty.
“Stay engaged,” said Dr. Nichols closing the meeting.  �����

Twenty-seven Armenian and six Georgian students were
selected after the two-phase entrance exams to fill the junior class
of 2006-2007. Most of the Armenian students are from the
Agribusiness and Marketing Department of the Armenian State
Agrarian University, who have completed their second year at the
university, while there are also students from other ASAU depart-
ments and other Armenian universities. The six Georgian students
are from Georgian State Agricultural University Tbilisi and GSAU/
Batumi Agricultural Institute.

About fifty applicants in Yerevan and forty applicants in Tbilisi
competed in written tests for proficiency in English and basic Eco-
nomics and Mathematics. The level of tests is within the require-
ments of the ASAU second-year curriculum.

included oral interviews.
In early June a preparatory program

in Business English, Introduction to Eco-
nomics, and Computer Applications will
begin for the 33 lucky students.

The interviews revealed that the pre-
vailing incentive for applicants coming to
ATC is its good reputation in Armenia and
Georgia for being a modern institution with
professional education and language
skills. The students felt that with this edu-
cation, they could find jobs in the
agribusiness or other sectors.

Encouraged by unprecedented consumer
demand for healthy, environmentally friendly foods,
organic agriculture has carved its way into the con-
ventional foods market. The situation is also chang-

ing in Armenia. The lack of money for chemicals and fertilizers on
many farms has resulted in hundreds of hectares of land being
farmed using organic techniques. Over the past 4-5 years, sev-
eral organizations have been promoting organic agriculture. “Green
Lane”, Agricultural Assistance NGO, has a unique role in this field
of agriculture. A group of ATC 4th year students, Lusine Atabekyan,
Haykanush Mikaelyan, Olga Kudoyan, Sona Babayants, Lilit
Meloyan, and this reporter were happy to help Green Lane to or-
ganize an international roundtable entitled Current Situation and
Priority Tasks in Organic Agriculture in Armenia. Sylvia Ehrhardt,
the Ecological Agriculture Advisor from EcoAG International and
Dora Rumsey, former USDA MAP TDY Extension Specialist, WSU,
were among the guests of the event. In addition to translation and
organizational efforts during the roundtable, we assisted Ms.
Ehrhardt and Dr. Rumsey throughout their stay in Armenia. We
provided handy assistance in oral and written translations, com-
piling materials for the roundtable, visiting different organizations
and farmer groups. I accompanied Ms. Ehrhardt on almost all of
her trips, since I had some experience with Green Lane and or-
ganic farming during my internship last year .

We had a very successful ten days of practice and received
important information while assisting U.S. experts at Green Lane.

We are pleased that Dr. Dunn, Director of ICARE, received
a thank you letter from the Chairperson of Green Lane, Nune
Sarukhanyan. “I express my deepest gratitude to the manage-
ment of ATC for the support by your wonderful students” Ms.
Sarukhanyan stated in particular in her letter.

Garnik Sevoyan and Arthur Grigoryan (ATC graduates of
2005) were the lecturers at a regular Friday seminar. The subject
of their seminar presentation was the FOREX market and how it
could be used in Armenia.

FOREX is a global foreign exchange market, where a per-
son can buy and sell many currencies at real prices in real time.
Mr. Grigoryan and Mr. Sevoyan explained the limitations of invest-
ments in property and real estate, gold, stocks and bank deposits

and the advantages the foreign exchange market has. FOREX is
absolutely competitive because its daily turnover is about 1.9 tril-
lion dollars and nobody (including central banks, major interna-
tional banks, private financial institutions, brokers or individuals)
can monopolize this market and affect the exchange rates.

The concept of margin trading was explained in the context
of opening an account in FOREX. Mr. Grigoryan and Mr. Sevoyan
gave the example of three triangles, in which higher risk is associ-
ated with smaller capital investment and higher return and vice

During the lecture a real example of trading in the FOREX mar-

ket was shown and many peculiarities and forecasting techniques
were explained, such as fundamental and technical analysis, how to
“read” and understand charts, how a certain trend in price can tell
about the future price.

The conclusion was that the involvement of Armenian investors
in this market can become a good investment for them, but at the
same time it is very risky, and according to statistics, about 90% of
traders are losers, because of lack of understanding of charts, misun-
derstandings in actual trends in the world economy and other factors.
